GUIDELINES FOR DETERMINING MEMBER ELIGIBILITY FOR UNSPSC UNIFICATION VOTING

This message contains guidelines for determining who is eligible to vote on the upcoming ratification of the unified UNSPSC code set. It supplements the November 12 United Nations Development Programme (UNDP) and the November 15 Electronic Commerce Code Management Association (ECCMA) announcements describing the two organizations’ plans to enable all voting UNSPSC members to comment and vote on the unified code set proposal.

For the purposes of the unification process, voting members are defined as individuals who registered - on or before October 3, 2002 - at ECCMA.org or UNSPSC.com and who enrolled in one or more ECCMA Technical Advisory Groups (TAGs) or who registered as UNDP Segment Technical Advisors (STAs) in one or more segments.  All members that fit this description should have already received a message confirming their eligibility.  Members that believe they are eligible but have not yet received a message confirming their eligibility should contact the organization of which they are a member.

Voting members will receive a series of communications over the next several weeks explaining the voting process and instructions on voter participation.  The entire membership (voting and non-voting members) will receive updates regarding the progress of the unification process and the selection of a new code management organization.  Per the November 12 UNDP announcement, the unification should be completed by mid-January.  The selection of a new code management organization will be made shortly thereafter.
